Coercion is the practice of

nonphysical force or threats. 

What is consent? 
Consent occurs when one
person voluntarily agrees
to the proposal or desires

of another.

We like to say Consent is FRIES!

Enthusiastic

When can consent
not be given?   

If someone is incapacitated
Incapacitation is a state beyond

drunkenness or intoxication. Someone
may be incapacitated if they are  speaking

incoherently, unable to walk without
assistance, or passing out.
